Air Pacific was looking for a "warm body" to be Director of Training, and at 98.6 body temp, it was me, where I flew DHC-6, and DHC-7 "Dash" 7's until yet another airline went bankrupt.  Another 6 month corporate stint was then followed by 2 years at Evergreen International flying Boeing 727's on UPS runs, then DouglasDC-8's on UPS runs and military charters.

Then I found my "dream job" at Aircal, based out of Orange county, flying Boeing 737's  and Bae 146's up and down the West coast.  Shortly thereafter American Airlines purchased Aircal, thereby offering many new opportunities.  I have had the pleasure to fly Fokker 100's, McDonnell Douglas MD80's,  MD-11's  and Boeing 757,767,777's  all across the US, and to Hawaii, Europe, the Far East as well as
South America.  With just under 4 years to go, I'm off to fly the latest Boeing, the 787 out of LAX.  Eleven Jobs my first 9 years in aviation, 33 years at this one so far…..I guess I can hold a job!

I did a few "sets" of stand-up comedy at Harvey's Comedy club in PDX, and had my 1st SCI-Fi Novel published: "The Alpha Premonition, A Gathering Storm." (trilogy, Book 1)
